Ruth closed her initial business where she was making ice and is currently operating a hotel which she took over from one of the Kiva clients, Mr. Charles Omondi who has been too sick to run the hotel. She is currently not using the fridge but she says that she intends to restart her previous business in order to increase her income. 
Norbert Ouma- Kibera

Norbert cleared his loan and he is still doing fine with his carpentry business.

Jane Wangare- Kiambiu

Jane is still continuing with her business of building rental houses but she has currently reported that the business is very slow because most of the tenants are not paying their rent properly.

Monica Musosi- Kayole

Monica has been reporting that business has been very low of late, since there are very few customers and what she is getting is not enough to sustain the family and the business. She has currently closed her salon since the business is no longer able to pay rent for it to operate. She is now trying to find a smaller and cheaper place to operate from.
Hellen Aoko- Kiambiu

Her business is operating but it is very low; she is has been reporting very low sales that affected her frequency in loan repayments.
Monica Atieno-Kiambiu

Monica had completed paying back her loan but she recently closed down her business after the expiry of her contract with the company where she was supplying food. She is therefore currently not running her business, but is hoping to start off the business, once the situation improves. 
Charles Omondi- Kibera

Charles closed his businesses due to poor health and also because the cost of operating the business was too high for him. He later leased the business to one of the ANK clients Ms. Ruth Omamo who is also a Kiva client, who is currently running the business.
Jerusa Apiyo- Kibera

Jerusa’s business is still going on well despite the low sales.
Anna Ndururu- Kibera

Ann’s business is slow and she is currently using all the proceeds from her house rent to pay her loan and school fees for one of her daughters who is in fourth form this year. The cash is not enough since the rent amounts to about Ksh 500 per Month.

Douglas Yungo- Kibera

Douglas has been reporting that the business is very low due to lack of customers.

Nicholas Odhiambo- Kibera
Closed the business and went to up country due to poor health as a result of taking a local illicit brew known as “Busaa” which gravely affected his health. He has not come back to Nairobi or his business ever since.
Monica Akoth- Kibera
Business is very slow after her equipments were stolen during the post election violence. Currently she only does braiding and this has caused her income to go down since she is only specializing on one area of the hair salon trade.

Joseph Osiolo- Kibera
Joseph is still operating his salon business but he says that the business is very slow and also most of the time electricity is on and off and this has not favored his business.
Linus Kipchumba-Kibera

Linus reports that business has become very competitive and this has led to the reduction of customers but he is determined to clear his loan.

Agnes Monica Kiambi- Kayole

Despite Monica’s determination to clear off her loan backlog, she has been experiencing a lot of hardships especially after her brother came to her salon and broke her hair drier after a domestic misunderstanding. She is also taking care of her younger siblings and at the moment she has rent arrears both for her home and her salon. She is however very determined and she is hopeful that she will be able to clear her loan with time.

Eunice Odipo-Kibera

Eunice reports that business is slow because of low customer turnout. 
Franklin Nyamwenge- Kibera

Franklin’s business is still operating despite the low turnout of customers. He says that things are not easy because of the current cost of living which has become too high. This has caused many of his clients not to pay him on time hence causing the low income in his business. He is still hopeful that things will improve. 
Pamela Obiero- Kibera
Pamela was a victim of the post election violence whereby her salon was set ablaze and everything in it perished. She has so far reopened the business but it is not fully equipped as it used to be. Despite all this Pamela cleared her loan and she is so grateful to Kiva lenders for the support.
Josephine Mungania-Kariobangi south
Business is going on well though slowly but she has managed to expand her business to Dandora and Jericho Market in Nairobi eastern area.
Nancy Mwongela-Kayole

Nancy closed down her business after the landlord closed the shop with all the stock due to rent arrears. Currently she is at home and she depends wholly on her husband to take care of the family

Caroline Achieng-Kibera
Business is going on well although there is low customer turn out causing very low sales.
Lucy Wachira-Kayole
Business is going on well but she is complaining of low customer turnout, hence the low sales.
Akulina Adhiambo –Kibera
Akulina’s business was affected during the post election violence but over the last year, ANK assisted her to restart the business. However Akulina has closed her business due to lack of customers and also the cost of cooking foods which has gone very high. She is currently doing casual jobs in people’s houses in order to get some income. She still hopes to reopen her business, once the situation improves.
Mary Wanza-Kibera
Mary closed her business and this was during the post election violence where her machine was set ablaze and materials looted. She is yet to start up another business but she is hopeful that she will restart again someday.
Wilson Wamusosi-Kayole
Business has been very slow for Wilson due to poor customer turnout and the high cost of carpentry products. He is however still determined to complete his loan repayment, as he continues to consider whether to close off the shop to start up a different business. 
Ken Wafula-Kayole
Ken closed down his business after his equipments were stolen. He is currently preaching and also doing some casual jobs from which he earns some income.

James Oduor Owiso-Kibera

Business for James  is going on well though he continues to record very low returns due to the reduction in sales occasioned by the high cost of living.
Catherine Aoko-Kibera

Catherine’s business is still operational despite the high cost of living currently being experienced in the country which has caused a low turn out of customers. Despite these, she had managed to clear her loan and she is thankful to Kiva lenders for the support.
Jane Achieng-Kibera

Jane closed her business due to the post election violence after her deep freezer was stolen. She then started cooking and selling green maize locally known as “mitungo”. During our last visit we learned that Jane closed down her business and now stays at home. She was unable to operate her business due to the high cost of maize. She hopes to reopen her business sometime when the situation improves, and once she gets some funds to start up again. 
Johnstone Kyalo Mativo-Mlolongo

Business is going on well despite low customer turn out causing very low sales, but he is determined to clear off his loan backlog. He has had to move his business location twice since the post election violence, and this has affected his customer flow.
Susan Owino-Kibera

Susan’s business was closed due to lack of equipments which were stolen during the post election violence. She is currently operating as a mobile hairdresser.

Rose Kamene -Kiambiu

Rose says business is going on well despite the low customer turnout which most of the business people are experiencing. She also says that the cost for potatoes with which to make chips (fries) has drastically increased, so she is only able to buy very little at a time. This has affected her loan repayments. She however hopes that things will improve, and she is still determined to complete her loan repayment. 
Janeth Nasiali-Kibera

After the post election violence she closed her business but she has since reopened. She is operating from her house since she is unable to rent a stall due lack of enough funds. She also reports low customer turnout, which has affected her business. 
Mary Kasowa-Kibera

She closed her previous business of cooking “githeri” a mixture of maize and beans. In our last visit we found that she had opened a baby day care center which she is currently running. She has few children who she is takes care of at a minimum fee. It is from these minimal fees that she is managing to survive. Her loan repayments are also not regular, since her business is still not stable. 
Ndumi Mutua-Kitengela

During our last visit we learned that Ndumi had closed down her business and since then we have been unable to trace her since she relocated to an unknown area 

Susan Wairimu-Ruai

Susan has since recovered from an operation she went through in 2008 and since then she has reopened her business. Despite the low customer turnout she is still working hard to ensure that she pays back her pending loan balance.

David Mutiso-Kibera

When we last visited David he told us that business was very slow and after a quick glance at his shop which was once fully stocked we could see that he is really struggling to survive through the difficult economic times. He is however determined to clear his loan in due course.
Josephat Njoroge-Kenyatta Market

After the City Council Officers demolished his kiosk, he is currently operating in an open air space and this has really inconvenienced his clients but despite this he is determined to work hard and achieve his goals in life.

Rehema Mwako-Mlolongo

Rehema closed down her business and moved upcountry. ANK has since not been able to establish her whereabouts.
Mary Wamaitha-Ruai

Mary’s business is going on well except for the slow customer turnout causing low sales.
Leonard Ndegwa Nderitu-Ruai

Leonard has had a big share of misfortunes in his business due to the conflicts with the City Council Officers, which has caused him to change his business location twice. Currently he is doing fine and he is almost clearing his loan backlog.

Moses Ojwang Andal-Kibera

Moses encountered a misfortune during the post election violence whereby his business was set a blaze and all of his medical equipments looted. ANK later refinanced him to restart his business which he has been operating despite a few hardships here and there. Recently he encountered a tragic incident when his nephew who is one of his dependants was shot by robbers and a bullet got logged in his spinal cord; a condition which the medical practitioners are struggling to take care of. This has been very difficult for Moses since the family is relying on him to assist them in this situation but he doesn’t have enough resources. However he is determined to clear his loan balances.
Ann Wanjiku Kamau-Kibera

After the post election violence, Ann lost all her Sufurias but her misfortunes did not end there; later her first born son died and later her two relatives who were depending on her were shot by robbers and died; a little after this one of her nephews who is one of her dependants disappeared, and one of her sons was stabbed by a neighbor and died because of a dispute they had. Currently she has been taken ill. Ann has emerged as a strong woman despite all these problems and she has hope that one day she will be able to go back to business and also to clear the pending loan balance that she has with ANK.
Kennedy Mukunga-Kenyatta Market
Kennedy successfully completed his loan repayment and his business is going on well despite the difficult economic situation.
Daniel Ngata-Kayole

Daniel closed down his paraffin and gas business and started up a salon. However, he did not have hair stylist skills and was unable to find good employees to attract customers so he ended up closing down this business as well. He is now volunteering with the World Vision organization. 
Mary Akinyi Omamo-Kibera

Mary closed down her business and she is currently employed as a hairdresser in a salon in the town of Nairobi.

Ruth Achieng-Kibera
Ruth closed down her business due to poor health and she now stays at home as she is recovering. 
Amos Luka-Kibera

Amos is still carrying on with his snacks business although he is complaining that the business is moving too slowly, due to low sales.
Peninah Kanini-Mlolongo

After being sick for quite sometime Peninah has now recovered and has resumed back to her business but the business is yet to pick up. This was as a result of many of her customers shifting from her place after she fell sick. Peninah is still optimistic that the business will pick and be able to clear off the pending Kiva loan balance.

Janet Katunge- Mlolongo
Janet was forced to close down her business, after it was affected by the post election violence. She later opened a small business of cooking food which she used to sell to the people within the Mlolongo trading area but when we went to visit her early this month we did not find her at her new business. We later learnt that Janet was forced to close down the business by the local Council Health Department since she did not have a license to operate but she is hopeful that things will settle and go back to business, once she is able to pay for a license. 
Boniface Kiilu-Mlolongo
Boniface closed down his business due to the difficulties he encountered after the post election violence and went back to college to advance his education. He is struggling to clear off his pending loan balance particularly because he now does not have a regular source of income.
Mariam Odundo-Kibera

Mariam closed down her sewing business after the post election violence which she says was a very big blow to her life. Currently she is running a small business of selling “Samosas” (a form of a pie) near her home where she stays.

James Ndegwa-Pipeline

The business is going on well and has tremendously improved. However his low repayments have been quite slow.
Margaret Nyabuto-Kibera

Although her business is located in Kibera, Margaret was forced to change her residence due to post election violence. She relocated to the Dagoretti area on the Western side of Nairobi. She found employment elsewhere and she is currently working as a teacher in one of the schools in Dagorreti.

Rozann Kariuki-City Center

Rozann has had plenty of misfortunes but she is still trying to stay strong. She closed down her business due to rent arrears and all her equipments were locked in by the landlord. She later got employed in a salon in the city but she didn’t stay for long since she was dismissed. Currently she is not running any business.
Martin Nderi -Pipeline
Martin closed down his business after his machines of trade were set ablaze during the post election violence. However despite this he started operating small businesses to enable him to earn a living. His low repayments have been very slow. 
Peter Njagi Mureithi - Kenyatta Market
Peter’s business is still going on but recently he has been complaining that the stock of second hand jeasn trousers is now too expensive and is not moving as fast as it used to but he is still optimistic that things are going to improve and the business will go back to its previous position. He also had a problem when his child fell sick but now the child is doing fine after getting medication.

Lillian Nyasewe-Kibera
Good News! Lilian is now a proud mother of a bouncing baby girl. Lillian had closed her business temporarily before she went for Maternity leave, but now she has reopened the business and is picking up slowly despite poor economic hardships.
Jeremiah Miruka-Kayole

The business is still operating but he has constantly reported that business has been very slow due to lack of customers and also the high cost of living.
Monica Gakii-Kibera

After a long time of closure of her business, Monica is now trying to restart her business. She lost all her materials of trade including wool and the weaving machine, during the post election violence.

Winfred Nzuki-Kitengela

Business has been very slow for Winfred and she opted to close down and find a job in order for her to raise some income. She intends to sell off her business items in order for her to repay her Kiva loan.
Tabitha Mwathimba-Kariobangi South

Tabitha went through surgery last year and this really interfered with her business. After recovery, she went through another misfortune after her son was shot by police and he passed away. Due to all these life for her has been very difficult; she however re-opened her shop despite the hard economic times, she says business is slow but we at ANK wish her the best
Ann Mwikya- Kayole

Despite the high cost of grains and also the high cost of living, Ann managed to complete her loan. She is still running her shop and is hoping to receive a repeat loan from ANK.
Anthony Omondi- Kibera

After Anthony received his Kiva loan, he changed his business location and from then no one has been able to trace him despite numerous efforts by the ANK staff to establish his whereabouts.

Rose Achieng Orunga -Kibera
Without a business to operate thanks to the post election violence, Rose struggled through a lot of hardship moving from one place to another to looking for customers. The extra measure she took to move around in order to find customers has been positive since she has been able to clear off her loan backlog but she still hopes that ANK will be able to grant her an extra loan to restart  her business. 
Yasmin Abdalla- Umoja

Yasmin relocated her business from Kibera to Umoja after the post election violence. She managed to clear off her loan balance despite the challenges that she was facing.

Phythias Kamosu- Mlolongo

The business is going on well although he has for sometime lagged behind in his loan repayment.

Sadan Ireri- Ngong

Sadan closed down her business and currently she does not have a steady business. She is currently operating several hawking businesses to enable her to at least get through the next day.

Susan Kinuthia- Kitengela

After changing her business from general merchandise to a general shop business, the business has been low but she is trying to clear off her loan backlog.

Sera Matukho- Kayole
Following the post election violence Sera relocated her business from Mlolongo to the Kayole area, but it has been very hard for ANK to trace her since she didn’t communicate her relocation only for ANK to learn from her neighbours. The ANK staff are however trying to trace her whereabouts.
Elizabeth Wainaina- Kibera

Elizabeth relocated from Kibera to Waithaka area in Dagorreti Nairobi after the post election violence. Elizabeth was one of the IDP’s who had camped at the Jamhuri Show grounds but then they were all evicted, so she went to look for a place to stay in Waithaka. She closed down her business after all her shoes were looted during the skirmishes and ANK refinanced her to restart her business. Unfortunately in the late 2008, she lost her son after he got shot,. Elizabeth has been communicating with the office requesting the office to bear with her but she is optimistic that she will get finances and clear off her loan balance.
Sera Hawega- Kabete

Sera came to the office a few months after the post election violence and she managed to pay up her first installment and that became the last that ANK saw or heard from her. The ANK staff members have been trying to communicate with her but the response has not been positive. ANK still hopes to get in touch with her in order to discuss and find a way forward. 
Wilfrida Aloo- Kibera
Wilfrida closed down her business due to economic hardships. She lost her mother and she later fell sick but she is now recovering slowly but she still has no business to operate.

Louise Kanini Mugo- Kayole

Louise was forced to close down her business after the cost of rearing chicks went high and she could no longer afford to purchase enough food for them. This resulted to death of some of the chicken and those that remained were sold off at a throw away price since they were below the market standards since they were underweight. This as a result has made her to lag very far behind in her loan repayment.
Jacqueline Muthoni- Kawangware

Jacqueline has been doing fine and is also paying her loan gradually, but for a while she has not been able to continue with the loan repayment since she fell sick though now she is recovering. The business is operating but it is slow compared to the previous times.

Emily Jepchumba- Kibera

She was able to complete her loan successfully and she is now carrying on with her business.

Louise Njambi Ndungu- Nairobi West

Louise was forced to close down her business after it was demolished by the City Council Officers during its operation within the city. This affected her very much and for a while now she has not been unable to pay back her loan as well as she used to. She later opened a green grocer store to keep her going, with the heavy burden that she has of educating her children who are in high school. Despite all this Louise is still strong and carrying on with life.
Timothy Samarere Makambi-Mlolongo

Samarere has been a victim of pilferage that is when he discovered his employees were stealing from him. by his employees and this has taken him back a step since he used to think that the business was slow, but yet he kept on restocking every now and then. At some point, he lost some of his money after he supplied some timber to a customer on credit, but the debt has not been honored to date. Currently he is struggling to normalize the situation and he hopes to clear off his loan backlog with time.

Susan Kamau- Kayole

Life has not been easy for Susan. She has been sick for a longtime now up to a point of losing hope to carry on with life’s long journey. Due to the tribal clashes that engulfed the country last year Susan’s family was not exempted. Her mother was assaulted and suffered serious injuries which she is now recovering from. Her brother’s child was killed and this was a very difficult time for her and her family bearing in mind that she doesn’t earn much. This has in turn had a negative impact on her business which is the main source of her livelihood
Rehema Nekesa Heyi- Kayole

Rehema’s business went down as a result of high cost of purchasing second hand clothes and this affected her emotionally till she fell into depression. Her family decided to take her upcountry so that she can recover and her husband took over the business. However he later closed down the business due to the very low sales and lack of customers. At the same time, the husband was overburdened with the responsibility of taking care of the family since the children were all left under his care. This business is no longer in operation.
Samuel Kihiu- Ruai

Kihiu’s business is going on well and he is still paying back his loan regularly, although for some time he had slackened.

Shelmith Njeri Bilha- Pipeline

Shelmith has since closed down her business and she is not making any loan repayments to ANK as per the schedule.

Beatrice Muraguri- Jogoo Road

The amaranth business is still operating despite the hard times; she is still continuing with her loan repayment and will soon be completing it. She has however been complaining that the sales have been quite slow and those that  she has advanced  credit to are  making payments to her too slowly hence affecting her loan repayments.

She closed her business and got a job with an NGO in Thika town a distance from Nairobi City. The ANK staff members are still trying to locate her since then and she is currently not making any loan repayments.
Emma Micheni- Kenya Youth Hostel

Emma was evicted from her business premises by her landlord and since then she is yet to find another location for her business but she sells her goods from a suitcase. Emma is also a student and she relies on her businesses to take care of some of her expenses especially paying part of her school fees. Of late she has not been paying back her loan due to the business being down and lack of enough funds to take care of herself.

Grace Muthoni-Kayole

Following the post election violence Grace relocated from Kibera to Kayole for security purposes after her home was destroyed. Currently she has no stable business since she closed down the previous one where she was making and selling ice. She now sells tea leaves in order for her to survive.
Ruth Ndumbu- Rongai

Ruth closed down her dressmaking business and currently she is operating a joint business of providing hostel accommodation to college girls. She has also established a home for the elderly in Samburu. Unfortunately she has been quite problematic and has not been making any loan repayments to ANK.
Susan Nyambura - City Center

Susan’s business is still going but she is currently stuck, because the business has not picked due to lack of customers and also because of the price of sewing materials which has gone very high. This has not broken her spirit to work hard and get the best out of this life, and she still hopes to make her loan payments till completion. 
Marietta Nzisa- Pipeline

Marietta closed down her business following increased house rent. Currently she is looking for a place where she can relocate her business. She has not been making any loan repayments to ANK. 

Linet Auma Alaka-Kibera

Linet is reporting that the business is not doing very well due to the current hardships and also the high cost of living where people are first struggling to get the basic needs like food and shelter leading to abandonment of the secondary wants which includes clothing. Her sales have therefore been very slow and have interfered with her loan repayments.

Hellen has had a lot of misfortunes. She first lost her child and later her house caught fire and everything in it was burnt down. She had to restart again by building another house and this affected her business very much. Margaret Chizi- Kenyatta Market
Margaret is one determined lady. Her business is a favorite of many within the Kenyatta market area and this is because of the delicious food that she makes. Unfortunately she recently had a misfortune after her husband was involved in road accident in Sudan one of the neighbouring countries and she therefore left in order to look after him. Despite all Sophie promises that she will come to the office to make a new loan repayment schedule on the way forward. 
Philip Omurunga- Kayole
Philip is still working hard to improve his products. The business is still operating and has not reported anything that is affecting it. He has however not been making his repayments despite intensive follow up from the ANK staff members.
Gladwell Muthoni- Pipeline
Gladwell is about to clear her loan balance and she is currently happy that despite many set backs the grace of God has kept her moving on. She has also managed to secure a place where business is good at the moment. We wish her well in her business. 
Tom Magomere- Kibera

Tom says that the business is slow since the business entirely relies on children and currently the children are in schools. This business usually picks during the school holiday seasons. However all is well because he has few children during the weekends and public holidays.

Charles Macharia- Kayole

Mercy’s business is operational and she is still struggling with the challenges that are there which are high cost of living and the poor business environment. Mercy’s mother had been sick causing her to channel most of the finance towards her medication, but being a strong woman Mercy has not despaired and she has been making her loan repayments though slowly. 

Caroline Akinyi- Kibera
